# Use fine-tipped tweezers to grasp the tick as close to the skin's
surface as possible,

4 Pull upweard with steady, even pressure. Don't twist or jerk the tick

Shower

+ Bathe and shower within two hours or as soon as
possible after leaving an area with ticks to wash off
ticks and to find them more easily.

+ Doafullbody check using a mirror to view all parts of
your body. Ticks are usually found:
